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Thank you, Madam/Mr. Chair. 

 

We would like to express our gratitude to the ICRC and the co-Chairs from 

Algeria, Costa Rica, Sierra Leone and Slovenia for convening this important 

discussion.  

Please allow me to move away from the guiding questions and make some 

general remarks. 

 

First, respecting and ensuring respect for international humanitarian law is a 

fundamental obligation that must be upheld.  

We strongly urge all parties to comply with international law, including IHL.  

 

In particular, the protection of civilian objects and civilians is of utmost 

importance.  

In situations of armed conflict, civilian infrastructure must not be targeted, 

and innocent civilians, especially vulnerable groups, including women, 

children, persons with disabilities, refugees, and the internally displaced, 

should not be made to suffer.  

Every possible measure must be taken to prevent civilian casualties in armed 

conflict. 

 

Security Council Resolutions 2573 and 2730 comprehensively address these 

issues, and Japan calls on all parties concerned to comply with these 

instruments.  

 

Furthermore, the protection of civilian infrastructure and ensuring human 

security means safeguarding human dignity, which in turn leads to 

development and sustainable peace.  

With this in mind, the Government of Japan is committed to the 



Humanitarian-Development-Peace nexus.  

 

To conclude, let me reiterate Japan’s unwavering commitment to protect 

civilians and their dignity, including through securing food and services 

indispensable to their survival by safeguarding civilian infrastructure vital to 

survival.
